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Acts 13-20 
 
Key Points: 
Acts presents what Jesus set as a priority, and everything that happened to discourage it. 
In other words, everything after Acts 1:8 is the fight to keep the main thing, the main 
thing. 
 
 
Group Opener: When you face pressure- whether cultural, personal or spiritual- how do 
you tend to respond? Do you retreat, react, refocus, or something else? 
 
 
Discuss 
1. Read Acts 1:8. What do you notice, and why does this priority set the stage for the 

entire book of Acts? 
 
2. The book of Acts presents what Jesus set as a priority, and everything that happened 

to discourage that priority. How can you remind yourself that God- not culture- sets 
the priorities in your life? 

 
3. Paul did his missionary journeys with others. What do you think the role of 

community is as we live on mission?  
 
4. Read Acts 16:14-15 & Acts 16:24-34. You were supernaturally placed in your sphere of 

influence. How might God be calling you to share His truth and live to reach your oikos 
like Lydia and the jailer did? 

 
5. In the face of all the pressure we feel or face, how can you work to keep the main thing 

the main thing this week?
