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In Acts 15:1-21, we see the following key points:

e The decision was reached out of complete unity (one accord).

e The decision seemed good to the whole church.

e There is an emphasis on the Holy Spirit’s role in the
resolution.

e God’s Oikos (household) is built on grace.

e To be called into God’s Oikos is to be invited to sit at the
table.

e Grace is how people are called to the table.

e Grace is how people remain at the table.

e Grace is how those at the table are to respond to everyone.
