Satan is a
powerful liar and works to encour-
age us not to obey God. Are you
aware of his evil plans? Try to name
as many as you can. Now read

2 Corinthians 2:11 NIrV.

Read Matthew 5:43-47 NIrV. How are
we supposed to treat people who
are caught up in Satan’s lies? How
does Satan win when we attack or
distance ourselves from people who
are sinning?

Read Hebrews 10:23-25 NIrV. Can
Satan use busyness to lead us away
from the truth and weaken us by
keeping us apart from other
believers? Please discuss. What are
we supposed to do to stay grounded
in God’'s truth?
