Daniel 9:20—23

20\While | was speaking and praying, confessing my sin and the sin of my people Israel, and present-
ing my plea before the LORD my God for the holy hill of my God, 2! while | was speaking in prayer, the
man Gabriel, whom | had seen in the vision at the first, came to me in swift flight at the time of the
evening sacrifice. 2He made me understand, speaking with me and saying, “O Daniel, | have now
come out to give you insight and understanding. 23 At the beginning of your pleas for mercy a word
went out, and | have come to tell it to you, for you are greatly loved. Therefore consider the word and
understand the vision.

10And behold, a hand touched me and set me trembling on my hands and knees. "' And he said to
me, “O Daniel, man greatly loved, understand the words that | speak to you, and stand upright, for
now | have been sent to you.” And when he had spoken this word to me, | stood up trembling. 2 Then
he said to me, “Fear not, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your heart to understand and hum-
bled yourself before your God, your words have been heard, and | have come because of your
words. 13The prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me twenty-one days, but Michael, one of the
chief princes, came to help me, for | was left there with the kings of Persia, #and came to make you
understand what is to happen to your people in the latter days. For the vision is for days yet to come.”

5When he had spoken to me according to these words, | turned my face toward the ground and was
mute. '8 And behold, one in the likeness of the children of man touched my lips. Then | opened my
mouth and spoke. | said to him who stood before me, “O my lord, by reason of the vision pains have
come upon me, and | retain no strength. 7 How can my lord's servant talk with my lord? For now no
strength remains in me, and no breath is left in me.”

18 Again one having the appearance of a man touched me and strengthened me. ®And he said, “O
man greatly loved, fear not, peace be with you; be strong and of good courage.” And as he spoke to
me, | was strengthened and said, “Let my lord speak, for you have strengthened me.”
