John 9:1-7; 10:19-21 (ESV)

As he passed by, he saw a man blind from birth. 2And his disciples asked him, “Rabbi,
who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?” 3 Jesus answered, “It was
not that this man sinned, or his parents, but that the works of God might be displayed in
him. 4 We must work the works of him who sent me while it is day; night is coming, when
no one can work. 5As long as | am in the world, | am the light of the world.” 6Having
said these things, he spit on the ground and made mud with the saliva. Then he anoint-
ed the man's eyes with the mud 7 and said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” (which
means Sent). So he went and washed and came back seeing.

19 There was again a division among the Jews because of these words. 22 Many of them
said, “He has a demon, and is insane; why listen to him?” 2 Others said, “These are not
the words of one who is oppressed by a demon. Can a demon open the eyes of the
blind?”
